COMMENCEMENT OF SANSKRIT CLASSES- March 2006

Dr Meenakshi Srinivasan has
published a number of Articles in various professional Journals and magazines on Sanskrit
and other languages.

The Sanskrit for beginners’ course has been designed in 3 Modules spread over 43 lectures
of 2 hours each to be held on Wednesdays & Fridays 5:30PM - 7:30PM commencing 1 June
2005

Module 1 consists of 8 sections on introduction, pronunciation and writing, development and
spoken Sanskrit spread over 12 weekly sessions of 2hours each. The module will end with a
written examination. (Mondays commencing 6 March 2006)

Module 2 consists of 7 sections on the use of case, number and gender in the formation of
simple sentences spread over 14 weekly sessions of 2hours each. The module will end with a
written examination. (Wednesdays commencing 8 March 2006)

Module 3 consists of 8 sections on the history of Sanskrit, yoga and reading and
conversation spread over 17 weekly sessions of 2hours each. The module will end with a
written examination and Viva Voce. (Fridays commencing 10 March 2006)
